e Use only pencils in the Museum galleries. We recommend hard-backed notebooks or
clipboards for writing and drawing. You may also place paper or notebooks on the floor, but
please do not use the gallery walls.

e Be considerate of other Museum visitors by sharing space.

e Limit Museum Gift Shop entry to no more than 6 - 10 students at once, and only with adult
supervision.

o Chaperones, please stay with your student groups and support them in honoring these
agreements.
